 WILD  TEMPERATURE  S WINGS  ARE  NORMAL  

IT’S  NOT  UNUSUAL  FOR  COLORADO  TO EXPERIENCE  60 –
70 DEGREE  TEMPERATURE  SWINGS  WITHIN  24 HOURS  
IN  APRIL . A SUNNY  75°F AFTERNOON  CAN  BE  
FOLLOWED  BY  A SNOWY  MORNING  THE  NEXT  DAY. 

 S PRING  S TORMS  CAN BE  INTENSE  
APRIL  IS  A PRIME  MONTH  FOR  STRONG  LOW-PRESSURE  
SYSTEMS , WHICH  CAN  BRING : 

 HEAVY, WET  SNOW  
 THUNDERSTORMS  
 H IGH  WINDS  
 RAPID  WEATHER  CHANGES  

ALL  WITHIN  THE  SAME  WEEK  (OR  EVEN  THE  SAME  DAY). 
 “HEAVY , WET  S NOW” S EASON  

APRIL  SNOW  TENDS  TO BE  DENSER  AND  WETTER , WHICH  
IS  GREAT  FOR  SOIL  MOISTURE  BUT  ALSO  MORE  LIKELY  TO 
CAUSE :

 POWER  OUTAGES  
 S LUSHY  ROADS  

 S NOW + S UNSHINE  = F AST  MELT  
THANKS  TO STRONGER  SPRING  SUNSHINE , A PRIL  SNOW  
OFTEN  MELTS  QUICKLY , SOMETIMES  WITHIN  A DAY OR  
TWO—LEADING  TO MUDDY  TRAILS  AND  RISING  CREEK  
LEVELS . 

 S TART  OF THUNDERSTORM  S EASON  
E ASTERN  COLORADO  BEGINS  TO SEE  THE  RETURN  OF  
THUNDERSTORMS  IN  APRIL , SOMETIMES  EVEN  SNOW-
THUNDERSTORMS  (CALLED  THUNDERSNOW ). 

 MOUNTAINS  VS. P LAINS  CONTRAST  
WHILE  LOWER  ELEVATIONS  MAY FEEL  SPRING -LIKE , 
COLORADO ’S  MOUNTAINS  ARE  STILL  VERY  MUCH  IN  
WINTER  MODE, OFTEN  RECEIVING  SOME  OF THEIR  
BIGGEST  SNOW  TOTALS  OF THE  SEASON . 

IN ORDER  TO UTILIZE  YOUR  AIR  CONDITIONING  UNIT

SKEWER . A VOID  OVER -MIXING , ESPECIALLY  IF  USING  MANY  COLORS , 
OR  THE  RESULT  MAY  BE  BROWN .  

4.  INSERT  HARD -BOILED  EGGS  AND  COVER  THEM  WITH  THE  COLORED  
C OOL  WHIP . L ET  SIT  FOR  AT  LEAST  10 MINUTES  FOR  THE  MOST  
VIBRANT  SWIRLS . Y OU  CAN  LET  THE  EGGS  SIT  EVEN  LONGER , BUT  
FOR  FOOD  SAFETY  REASONS , YOU  MAY  WANT  TO  PLACE  THE  MUFFIN  
TIN  WITH  EGGS  INTO  THE  REFRIGERATOR . 

5.  R EMOVE  EGGS  AND  PLUNGE  INTO  A BOWL  OF  COLD  WATER . W IPE  OFF  
ANY  EXCESS  C OOL  WHIP . 
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
